Consistent math scores may be linked to fidelity of implementation of
math programming

Students are receiving the same approach and terminology beginning in
kindergarten through grade 4

Every school has had growth in the range of 53-54 (DESE considers this
significant growth)



Looking Beyond Scores

e Scores can identify areas where students need academic support, but
scores can also reflect non-academic barriers to learning.

e ESE and districts continue to work together to:
e teach with poverty in mind,
build cultural competency,
address disproportionate and excessive student suspensions,
support homeless students, and

make schools safe for vulnerable students, such as LGBTQ students, recent
immigrants, and others.
