 Weed growth is becoming excessive and needs to be brought under control. Please work on 
gradually eradicating the weeds during each mowing event to restore and maintain a clean 
appearance.

 During each mowing event, please begin raking mulch away from the base of each tree to expose 
the root flare. This practice will help promote proper root health and extend the life of the trees.

1. As discussed during the board meeting, the 
planting beds are heavily infested with weeds. 
Let’s establish a clear action plan outlining 
how these will be addressed during each 
detail visit moving forward. (Pic 1a. 1b)

2. The northeast planting bed at the corner of 
Pleasant Plains and Woodshadow requires 
attention. Additionally, the wood line in this 
area should be pushed back approximately 2–
3 feet in certain spots to restore a defined 
edge and prevent encroachment. (Pic 2a, 2b)

5. For the Board’s awareness: on the west 

corner of Woodshadow and Pleasant 
Plains, there is an exposed electrical line 
that is at risk of being damaged by a 
mower or line-trimmer. Is this something 
that can be buried or rerouted? (Pic 5)

3. The northwest planting bed at Pleasant Plains 
and Woodshadow is heavily infested with 
weeds. In Photo 3a, it appears the bed was 
line-trimmed and then sprayed—this method 
is not permitted under the current contract. 
Additionally, as shown in Photo 3b, turf debris 
is being blown into the planting beds, which is 
contributing to the weed problem. This 
practice needs to stop if we intend to get 
ahead of weed management throughout the 
property. (Pic 3a, 3b)

4. Running parallel to Pleasant Plains, just west 
of Woodshadow, another irrigation box has 
been struck, and debris was left behind. 
These boxes should be line-trimmed 
around—not hit with the mower—to prevent 
damage and maintain a clean appearance. 
Please replace circular lid, next mowing 
event! (Pic 4>)

6. Along Woodshadow and throughout the 
property, the edging work needs 
improvement. While the turf is being edged, 
the debris is often left behind. This material 
should be blown back into the turf and mowed 
over, rather than left in place, to maintain a 
clean and finished appearance.

7. There are still numerous weeds growing in the 
pavement cracks, some reaching nearly 5 
inches in height. Please remind the crew to 
line-trim these areas during each visit to 
maintain a clean and well-kept appearance.

13.Throughout the mail kiosk pocket park on 
Emory Oak, all the trees are showing 
significant signs of stress and decline. At this 
point, removal and replacement will be 
necessary. As an initial step, I recommend 
cleaning the Spanish moss from the canopies 
to reduce additional stress. Given how open 
this area is, I suggest waiting until after 
hurricane season to install replacement trees, 
as newly planted material may be more 
susceptible to wind damage.

8. The pocket park in Acadia Loop is in need of 
detailing. There is noticeable nutsedge 
growing within the turf, and even with the 
crew mowing on 8/01, by 8/07 the nutsedge 
had already reached approximately 6 inches 
in height. This gives the appearance that 
portions of the turf were missed. Please 
develop an action plan for addressing weed 
control across the property, with particular 
focus on persistent issues like nutsedge.

9. As mentioned during the board meeting, the 
trees need to be lifted. The crape myrtles in 
this area—and in several locations throughout 
the property—have low-hanging branches that 
are at risk of hitting pedestrians. Please 
address this to ensure both safety and proper 
clearance.

10.Here are just 2 examples of the edging work 
at Acadia Loop following completion. As 
shown, the results lack a clean finish and 
need additional attention to meet the 
expected standard. (Pic 10a, 10b>)

14.Near the mail kiosk on Emory Oak, there are 
Loropetalum shrubs being overshadowed by 
the ‘Golden Mound’ duranta in this area. The 
Golden Mounds should be selectively reduced 
to allow the Loropetalum to grow and establish 
properly.

Compliance Audit Overview 
The Community Website Compliance Audit (CWCA) consists of a thorough 
assessment of Florida Community Development District (CDD) websites to assure 
that specified district information is available and fully accessible. Florida Statute 
Chapter 189.069 states that effective October, 2015, every CDD in the state is 
required to maintain a fully compliant website for reporting certain information and 
documents for public access. 
 
The CWCA is a reporting system comprised of quarterly audits and an annual 
summary audit to meet full disclosure as required by Florida law. These audits are 
designed to assure that CDDs satisfy all compliance requirements stipulated in 
Chapter 189.069.  

 

Compliance Criteria 
The CWCA focuses on the two primary areas – website accessibility as defined by 
U.S. federal laws, and the 16-point criteria enumerated in Florida Statute Chapter 
189.069.  

 

 

ADA Website Accessibility 

Several federal statutes (American Disabilities Act, Sec. 504 and 
508 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973) require public institutions 
to ensure they are not discriminating against individuals on the 
basis of a person’s disability. Community websites are required to 
conform to web content accessibility guidelines – WCAG 2.1, 
which is the international standard established to keep websites 
barrier-free and the recognized standard for ADA-compliance.

Pursuant to F.S. 189.069, every CDD is required to maintain a 
dedicated website to serve as an official reporting mechanism 
covering, at minimum, 16 criteria. The information required to 
report and have fully accessible spans: establishment charter or 
ordinance, fiscal year audit, budget, meeting agendas and 
minutes and more.

Audit Process 
The Community Website Compliance Audit covers all CDD web pages and linked 
PDFs.* Following the WCAG 2.1 levels A, AA, and AAA for web content accessibility, a 
comprehensive scan encompassing 312 tests is conducted for every page. In 
addition, a human inspection is conducted to assure factors such as navigation and 
color contrasts meet web accessibility standards. See page 4 for complete 
accessibility grading criteria. 
 
In addition to full ADA-compliance, the audit includes a 16-point checklist directly 
corresponding with the criteria set forth in Florida Statute Chapter 189.069. See 
page 5 for the complete compliance criteria checklist. 

 

* NOTE: Because many CDD websites have links to PDFs that contain 
information required by law (meeting agendas, minutes, budgets, 
miscellaneous and ad hoc documents, etc.), audits include an examination of 
all associated PDFs. PDF remediation and ongoing auditing is critical to 
maintaining compliance.

Written replacements for images, audio and video should provide 
all the same descriptors that the non-text content conveys.

Timers 
Timed connections can create difficulties for the disabled. They 
may not even know a timer is in effect, it may create stress. In some 
cases (e.g., purchasing items), a timer is required, but for most 
school content, avoid using them. 
 
Fly-out menus 
Menus that fly out or down when an item is clicked are helpful to 
dig deeper into the site’s content, but they need to be available via 
keyboard navigation, and not immediately snap back when those 
using a mouse move from the clickable area. 
 
No pop-ups 
Pop-up windows present a range of obstacles for many disabled 
users, so it’s best to avoid using them altogether. If you must, be 
sure to alert the user that a pop-up is about to be launched.
