At the request of the Riverbend West Community Development District (“District”), BGE Inc. completed
a site visit to the District on June 9, 2025, to visually assess the stormwater outfall ditch to 7" Street SW
located as shown in the map below:

During our site visit, we assessed
erosion concerns at the stormwater
outfall location and drainage ditch.
At the outfall, it appears that there
was an attempt to increase the
permanent erosion  protection
(cement bag riprap) with
subsequently poured concrete placed
on top of the previously placed
riprap. It appears, however, that there
continues to be erosion at the end of
the area where the poured concrete
was placed (see photo to the right).

This area, if left unattended, will

result in further erosion and possible 2

Erosion was also observed in several
locations along the ditch between the
outfall pipe and 7™ Street SW (see
photo to the right).

There does not appear to be any
permanent erosion protection on the
ditch side slopes.

Given the observed erosion, improvements are recommended to the outfall area
and the drainage ditch. Suggested improvement alternatives to address the erosion
are as follows:

e Alternative 1: Extend 48-inch pipe towards 7" Street SW (approx. 380
LF) and install riprap erosion protection in drainage ditch at proposed
outfall on 7% Street SW. This alternative includes a U-type endwall
(similar to the structure pictured to the right) with integrated energy
dissipator at the end of the discharge pipe. Anticipated budgetary cost:
$230k

e Alternative 2: Riprap line the drainage ditch (5-foot height) from the pipe outfall to 7% Street SW.
This includes regrading the ditch. This alternative may require increased maintenance of unwanted
or nuisance vegetation that may establish in the permanent erosion placed in the ditch. Anticipated
budgetary cost: $80k

If requested, BGE can assist the District by requesting quotes from contractors to make repairs to the
alternatives suggested above and provide them to the District for its consideration.

Please note that these budgetary costs do not include future maintenance costs. They are based on FDOT
historical costs and, therefore, may not reflect actual contractor quotes.
