1) Leave lake as it is currently
or make suggested changes to
expand the teeing surface and
expand the approach area

2) Leave lake bank at tees as is
and only expend the approach
(or vice versa)

Options /Items to Consider:

1) Lake expansion left side of range
used to fill lake by green as well as
# 16 as needed.

2) Construction access between
holes # 16 and # 17 done in dry
season — same as last golf course
renovation
