ACADEMIC WARNING AND SUSPENSION POLICY

Academic Warning

1.

A student on Academic Wamning receives a letter from the Vice President of Academic Affairs instructing the student to make an
appointment to see his or her advisor.** The student meets with the academic advisor and the warning advisor to create an Academic
Success Contract.

The warning advisor monitors the student during the semester to ensure that the requirements of the contract are being fulfilled.

At the end of the semester, the warning advisor meets with the student to discuss his or her progress and recommend whether or not
the student should be taken off academic warning,

All documentation goes into the student’s file. If the student moves to Academic Suspension status, then that information 1s shared
with the Vice President of Academic Affairs.

Academic Suspension

A student on Academic Suspension receives a letter from the Vice President of Academic Affairs instructing the student to make
appointment to see his or her advisor. When the student contacts the advisor to make an appointment, the advisor attempts to also
schedule an appointment for the student to meet with the Vice President of Academic Affairs after meeting with his or her advisor.
The student meets with the academic advisor and warning advisor to review the prescribed Academic Success Contract.

In same meeting, the student chooses classes for the semester and is given an enrollment routing slip along with an “add” slip.

The student writes an appeal letter and meets with the Vice President of Academic Affairs.

If appeal 1s granted by the Vice President of Academic Affairs, the student meets with Financial Aid to complete the appeal process.
The student completes the last step of add process by meeting with the academic advisor for final enrollment.

The warning advisor monitors the student during the semester to ensure that the requirements of the contract are being fulfilled.

* This process applies to all students, even those who have taken time off from college.

** An appointment must be made as advisors will not take walk-1n suspension meetings.
